     Middle Georgia State University (MGA) maintains a learning and teaching environment that is drug 
and alcohol free in accordance with the Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act Amendments of 1989 
and the Anti-Drug Provisions of the Georgia Penal Code. Therefore, MGA intends that all aviation 
students, staff, and instructors, as well as associated individuals on the Georgia Aviation Campus, be free 
of any chemical impairment during participation in any activities related to training in Flight 
Management, Air Traffic Management, Aviation Maintenance Technology, Aircraft Structural 
Technology, or any other aviation program, and during the maintenance of the training aircraft fleet. 
 
     Therefore, possession or use of any substance or drug which may impair cognitive or psychomotor 
function by an aviation student, instructor, or staff member involved in MGA aviation programs is 
strictly prohibited, either on or off
